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4-H - FFA Scholarship Instructions

The Eastern Idaho State Fair and Butler Amusements will provide six $1,000 scholarships for 4-H and
FFA members. These scholarships will be awarded to outstanding students who are members in good
standing of either association and participated in the 2011 Fair.

Application Procedure

Eastern Idaho State Fair will furnish applications directly to County Extension Offices, FFA Chapters,
and local high school counseling departments. Applications are also available at the EISF office in
Blackfoot or on our website at http://www.funatthefair.com

Applications should be completed in full, must be typed or printed neatly in black or blue ink, attach
additional sheets when necessary and do not staple (please use paperclip). All applications must be
returned or mailed directly to:

The Fair must receive applications, or they must be postmarked, no later than of April 6, 2012.

Applicant Eligibility

To be eligible to apply for this scholarship, an applicant must meet the following criteria:

O 4-H participation at the 2011 Fair

O Must have been a member in either 4-H or FFA during the last fair

O Be a 2012 graduating high school senior

0O Meet minimum 3.0 cumulative G.P.A. requirements

O Include college/university/vocational technical enrollment plans

O Show financial need or special circumstances - please indicate in narrative
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Activities:

Leadership potential and character of the applicant should be demonstrated through the applicant’s
responses to the categories of the application detailing school, extracurricular, and community activities
and achievements.

4-H or FFA Membership Requirement:

The applicant must have been a member in good standing of either the Idaho 4-H Association or FFA
Association during the last fair.

Membership must be verified either by their 4-H leader or FFA advisor.
Letter of verification from 4-H or FFA Leader.
Participation in 2011 EISF

Academic Standing:

The applicant must be a graduating high school senior who maintains a cumulative 3.0 grade point

average.
Applicant’s scholastic average is to be reported on the application and verified on the submitted

transcript.

College Entrance Examination:

An application will not be accepted without test scores. The applicant must have taken either the SAT or
ACT college entrance examination prior to submission of the application.

Proof of the score may be a part of the official transcript or a copy of the official test results and should be
attached to the application. The information should reflect the date the test was taken.

The highest test score will be used for evaluation, and scores from different test dates will not be
combined.

Narrative:

Each applicant must include a typed narrative of no more than two (2) 8 2" x 11" sheets, double-spaced.
In this narrative, the applicant may supply any information that he/she feels is pertinent, how this
scholarship would benefit the financial need or special circumstances to the applicant, and indicate the

importance of a college education in meeting long-term career goals.

The applicant’s name and address must be typed as a heading to the narrative in the upper right hand
corner of page one. Please attach this narrative to the application.

3References:

Each applicant must submit a maximum of two (2) letters of reference - one from your school (teacher,
advisor, or principal) and one from someone in your community excluding school references.

References may either be typed or handwritten and should include the name, address, and daytime phone

number of the person making the recommendation, as well as an indication of the person’s relationship to
the applicant. Please attach these letters to the application.

Evaluation Procedure

For the purposes of evaluation of applicants, the Fair Board has appointed a Scholarship Selection
Committee to review all properly completed applications. This committee will make final approval and
notification of each scholarship recipient. There may be a personal interview with the committee,
depending on the number of applications received. Scholarship recipients will be recognized during a
Fair Board Meeting before the 2012 Fair.
